Along with the Definitive Documents, this
MOU shall represent the entire understanding as to the subject matter
hereof and shall supersede any prior understanding between the Parties on

the subject matter hereof.

CLAUSE 2 SCOPE OF THE MOU

technological up-gradation, innovation and competitiveness of an industry.
Both parties believe that close co-operation between the two would be of

42  Both Parties may terminate this MOU upon 30 calendar days’ notice in
writing. In the event of Termination, both parties have to discharge their
obligations

CLAUSE 5 RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE PARTIES
